Exercise: Standing Calf Stretch    
 
How to perform: Place your right foot in front and left foot behind you.  Bend your right knee and gently lean forward 
while keeping the back leg on the ground.  Ensure both feet are on the ground and feel a deep stretch in your left calf 
and ankle.
